No one can fully understand this dogma but 
in full faith we believe this as true and accept it. We 
profess this belief when we recite the Creed:

     In the First Reading, the Wisdom of God speaks 
about being present when God planned and created 
the universe. This connotes that there was another 
Being that concurred with God’s work, and that 
therefore, there is more than one Person in God. God 
the Father created us and called us to faith. 
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“He will not speak on his own, but he will speak 
what he hears, and will declare to you the things

Jesus Christ, the Son, became man, and in obedience 
to the Father’s will, died for our sins to redeem us, and 
His redemptive sacrifice made us children of God.
